
Studio Apposite is the Victoria BC architectural 
design practice of Brandon Poole. Focusing 
on residential renovations, small additions, 
heritage-sensitive upgrades, and custom millwork, 
the practice combines trade craft, composition, 
and research toward design that is apposite: 
well-suited and fitting to situation and context. 

Our work begins with a measured survey and 
as-built drawings. Together, we will develop a clear 
brief, iterate on plans and sections, and bring the 
chosen design to finalization. The studio provides 
drawings and remains available to the contractor 
as work proceeds.
